Unfortunately he had to be

operated on in order to remove the obstruction in

his throat but we are happy to report he made a 

full recovery and was successfully released.

‘Sinker’ was just one of the many swans that 

came to our doors looking for help. On average

we receive 300-400 swans each year and a 

startling 85% of these are brought in due to 

problems with fishing tackle.

Another brief visitor to the centre

was the ‘Fantastic Gymnastic Mr

Fox’. He came to Secret World 

after falling through the ceiling of a

shopping mall in Weston-Super-

Mare. Luckily for Mr Fox he landed

on a pile of handbags and did not

sustain any major injuries. Secret

World are pleased to report that

‘Fantastic Gymnastic Mr Fox’ was

successfully released and hopefully

he will not be going near any 

shopping malls again!

‘Crusty’ the Hedgehog came to Secret World in

a very poorly state. Like many hedgehogs this

year he was suffering from malnutrition, 

combined with a very bad case of ringworm

(pictured below). ‘Crusty’ would not have 

survived the winter without support. With the

help of Secret World, ‘Crusty’ is now back on

track to make a full recovery. He has

undergone treatment

for ringworm and is

feeding well and putting

on weight (main picture,

left). It is hoped he will

be well enough to be 

released in Spring.

‘Crusty’ will live to fight

another day!

Set to make a full recovery the cub

is now being fed once every two

hours and his small bite wound has

been treated....
